POLICY
of the "MadeTask" Service
regarding confidentiality, processing and protection of personal data

1 General provisions

1.1 This document defines the policy of the Operator of the online service "MadeTask"
regarding the processing and protection of personal data necessary for the use of and/or related to
the use of the specified Service, and also describes the rights to privacy.

By using and accessing the Service, the user thereby provides the Operator with their
explicit consent to process their personal data in accordance with this Policy.

If a user of the Service does not agree with the conditions of collection, processing,
storage, and use of information that allows for their identification and other personal data,
established by this Policy, then the user is not entitled to provide any personal data through the
Service or with its help, or otherwise access or use the Service.

1.2 This Policy of the Operator is developed in order to ensure the implementation of the
requirements of the legislation in the field of personal data processing, taking into account the
requirements of the Federal Law of the Russian Federation of July 27, 2006 No. 152-FZ "On
Personal Data," other legislative and regulatory legal acts in the field of personal data.

1.3 The Policy defines the main rights and obligations of the Operator and personal data
subjects, the purposes of processing personal data, the legal grounds for processing personal
data, categories of processed personal data, categories of personal data subjects, the procedure
and conditions for processing personal data, as well as measures to ensure the security of
personal data during their processing, applied by the Operator.

1.4 For the purposes of this Policy, the following key concepts are used:

1.4.1. Personal data - any information related to directly or indirectly identified or
identifiable person (personal data subject).

1.4.2. Operator — Efficient Systems Limited, a company incorporated under the laws of
the of Hong Kong, company registration number 3242326, address: UNIT B, 31/F UNITED
CTR 95, QUEENSWAY ADMIRALTY, HONG KONG.

1.4.3. Online service "MadeTask" (the Service) - a software and hardware complex
managed by the Operator, located at the website address on the Internet https://madetask.ru
(including all levels of such a domain, including its mobile version, as of the date of entry into
force of the Policy, as well as launched and put into operation thereafter).

1.4.4. Personal Account - a section of the Service, closed to public access. Access to the
Personal Account is carried out by entering authentication data: login (username) and password
(access code) on the login page of the Service.

1.4.5. Processing of personal data - any action (operation) or set of actions (operations)
performed with personal data using automation tools or without such tools, including collection,
recording, systematization, accumulation, storage, clarification (updating, modification),
extraction, use, transfer (distribution, provision, access), depersonalization, blocking, deletion,
destruction of personal data.

1.4.6. Automated processing of personal data - processing of personal data using
computer technology.

1.4.7. Dissemination of personal data - actions aimed at disclosing personal data to an
indefinite circle of persons.

1.4.8. Provision of personal data - actions aimed at disclosing personal data to a specific
person or a specific circle of persons.

1.4.9. Blocking of personal data - a temporary suspension of the processing of personal
data (except in cases where processing is necessary to clarify personal data).

1.4.10. Destruction of personal data - actions as a result of which it becomes impossible



to restore the content of personal data in the personal data information system and/or as a result
of which material carriers of personal data are destroyed.

1.4.11. Depersonalization of personal data - actions as a result of which it becomes
impossible, without the use of additional information, to determine the belonging of personal
data to a specific personal data subject.

1.4.12. Personal data information system - a set of personal data contained in databases
and providing their processing with information technologies and technical means.

1.4.13. Cross-border transfer of personal data - transfer of personal data to the territory of
a foreign state, to foreign government agencies, foreign individuals or foreign legal entities.

1.4.14. "Cookie file" - as a technology used in connection with the Service, is a small
data file that can be sent and placed on the hard drive and/or in the memory of a computer or
mobile device when accessing and using the Service. By using and accessing the Service, the
user thereby expressly agrees to the Operator's use of cookie files in the memory of their
computer or mobile device for the purposes set forth in this Policy, including support and
improvement of the Service.

1.5 Main rights and obligations of personal data subjects:

1.5.1 In order to timely and fully exercise their rights, the personal data subject must
provide the Operator with accurate personal data.

1.5.2 If the Operator believes that the personal data provided is incorrect, outdated,
incomplete, false, or misleading, the Operator may deny the user access to the Service, or block
or terminate access to the Service or any of its resources, or block or delete the user's Personal
Account.

1.5.3 The personal data subject decides to provide their personal data and gives consent
to their processing freely, by their own will, and in their own interest. Consent to the processing
of personal data is given by the personal data subject or their representative when accessing the
System.

1.5.4 By agreeing to these terms, the User acknowledges that if they do not want the
Operator and/or the authorized person processing personal data on behalf of the Operator to
collect, process, store, and/or use any personal data, the User may not use the functionality of the
Service for which personal data is required or may be necessary in accordance with its intended
purpose.

1.5.5 The personal data subject has the right to obtain information related to the
processing of their personal data, including:

1) confirming the fact of processing personal data by the Operator,

2) the legal basis and purposes of processing personal data,

3) the purposes and methods of personal data processing used by the Operator,
4) the name and location of the Operator,

5) the personal data processed related to the relevant personal data subject,

6) the terms of processing personal data including the terms of storage,

7) information about any cross-border transfer of data made or planned,

8) and other information required by law.

1.5.6 The personal data subject has the right to demand from the Operator the
clarification of their personal data, their blocking or destruction in case the personal data is
incomplete, outdated, inaccurate, illegally obtained, or not necessary for the stated purpose of
processing, as well as take measures provided by law to protect their rights.

1.5.7 The personal data subject has the right to withdraw consent to the processing of
personal data by sending a corresponding request to the Operator by mail.

1.5.8 If the personal data subject believes that the Operator processes their personal data
in violation of the requirements of the law or in any other way violates their rights and freedoms,
the personal data subject has the right to challenge the actions or inaction of the Operator to the
authorized state body for the protection of the rights of personal data subjects or in court.



1.5.9 The personal data subject has the right to protect their rights and legitimate
interests, including compensation for damages and/or moral harm in court.

1.5.10 Other rights and obligations of personal data subjects provided by the current
legislation.

1.6 Main rights and obligations of the Operator:

1.6.1 The Operator must process personal data in compliance with the principles and
rules provided by applicable laws.

1.6.2 The Operator has the right to delegate the processing of personal data to another
person with the consent of the subject of personal data on the basis of a contract concluded with
this person (hereinafter referred to as the Operator's commission).

1.6.3 The Operator and other persons who have access to personal data are obliged not to
disclose personal data to third parties and not to distribute personal data without the consent of
the subject of personal data, unless otherwise provided by applicable laws.

1.6.4 In cases provided for by applicable laws, the Operator is obliged to process personal
data only with the consent of the subject of personal data.

1.6.5 The Operator is obliged to take measures that are necessary and sufficient to ensure
the performance of obligations provided by the Federal Law of 27.07.2006 No. 152-FZ "On
Personal Data" and applicable laws and regulations (hereinafter referred to as the "legislation").

1.6.6 The Operator is obliged to publish or otherwise provide unlimited access to the
document that defines its policy regarding the processing of personal data, as well as information
on the implemented requirements for the protection of personal data.

1.6.7 When processing personal data, the Operator is obliged to take necessary legal,
organizational, and technical measures or ensure their adoption to protect personal data from
unlawful or accidental access, destruction, alteration, blocking, copying, provision, distribution
of personal data, as well as from other illegal actions with respect to personal data.

1.6.8 The Operator is obliged to eliminate violations of the legislation committed during
the processing of personal data by clarifying, blocking, and destroying personal data.

1.6.9 Other rights and obligations of the Operator provided by the current legislation.

2. The purposes of collecting and processing personal data

2.1 The processing of personal data by the Operator is limited to the achievement of
specific, predetermined, and lawful purposes.

2.2 The Operator processes personal data of the personal data subjects for the following
purposes:

2.2.1 registration as a User of the Service of the corresponding category;

2.2.2 provision of Service functionality in accordance with the selected categories of
Service users;

2.2.3 identification of the personal data subject for the purpose of complying with
regulatory acts on countering the legalization of proceeds obtained by criminal means, and
financing of terrorism;

2.2.4 sending promotional and advertising materials related to new functionality or
services of the Service, as well as products and services of the Operator and/or partners,
including advertising partners, and sending other information requested or agreed to by the user;

2.2.5 conducting statistical research based on provided personal data and using
information obtained from user surveys for the purpose of improving and optimizing user
interaction with the Service, its functionality, and services;

2.2.6 sending notifications related to the Service and its use;

2.2.7 using Personal Data for the Operator's internal commercial purposes directly related
to the Service;

2.2.8 for record-keeping and archival purposes.



2.3 The Operator or third-party advertisers may use the user's email address to send
notifications and other informational and promotional materials about new functionality and
services available through the Service or other services or products (including new services and
products of the Operator or affiliated persons), and the Service may display interactive
advertising. By accepting these terms, the user explicitly consents to receiving such
informational and advertising materials from the Operator.

3. The volume and categories of processed personal data, categories of subjects of
personal data

3.1. The Operator processes personal data of the following categories of personal data
subjects: counterparties and representatives of counterparties - users of the System.

3.2 For the purposes specified in this Policy, the Operator processes the following
categories of personal data:

3.2.1. Surname, name, patronymic;

3.2.2. Date and place of birth;

3.2.3. Residential address (registration address, actual place of residence);

3.2.4 email address;

3.2.5 landline or mobile phone number;

3.2.6 photo from a web camera;

3.2.7 passport data or data of another document certifying identity (series, number, name
of issuing authority, date of issue);

3.2.8 details of a power of attorney or other document confirming the representative's
authority;

3.2.9 payment card number;

3.2.10 cookie files;

3.2.11 IP address;

other information that allows to identify a natural person, which may be required by the
Operator and requested from time to time through the Service.

3.3 The Operator may conduct voluntary user surveys of the Service, which are necessary
to improve and optimize interaction with the Service, its functionality, and services. By using the
Service, the user hereby explicitly consents to receiving invitations to participate in such surveys,
as well as to the processing of personal data that may be required to be provided when taking
such surveys.

4 Principles of personal data processing

4.1 The Operator ensures compliance with the principles of personal data processing
specified in the current legislation in its activities.

4.2 The Operator and/or a entity authorized by the Operator process personal data in
accordance with the following general principles:

4.2.1 Personal data is always obtained or will be obtained exclusively from the subject of
personal data, not from any third party;

4.2.2 Personal data is always collected, processed, stored, and used on lawful basis;

4.2.3 Personal data is collected, processed, stored, and used only for the purposes of
personal data processing established by this Policy and explicitly expressed consents provided in
accordance with this Policy;

4.2.4 Personal data is always collected, processed, stored, and used separately from
anonymous data that may be obtained in accordance with this Policy;

4.2.5 Personal data is handled confidentially, and personal data is processed, if and in



cases where applicable, only by persons working with personal data who have concluded
agreements with the Operator on non-disclosure, or with the help of such persons;

4.2.6 Personal data will not be disclosed or transferred to any third party without your
explicit consent for such disclosure or transfer, except in cases where such disclosure or transfer
is made based on the consents provided by you in accordance with this Policy, is required by
state authorities such as courts or law enforcement agencies, or is required by law, as further
described in this Policy;

4.2.7 In the event that the Operator delegates the processing of personal data to another
person, the Operator is responsible for the actions of the specified person towards the subject of
personal data. The person processing personal data on behalf of the Operator is responsible to the
Operator;

4.2.8 Personal data is collected, processed, stored, and used only for the period
established by this Policy;

4.2.9 The processing of personal data by third parties authorized by the Operator will
always be carried out with the same level of confidentiality, data security, and in strict
compliance with the principles and goals established by this Policy;

4.2.10 The amount of personal data collected does not exceed and will not exceed the
amount of purposes for which personal data is collected, processed, stored, and used in
accordance with this Policy;

4.2.11 Personal data can be modified or deleted at any time upon request in accordance
with this Policy.

4.3 The Operator carries out the cross-border transfer (to the territory of a foreign state to
an authority of a foreign state, a foreign individual or a foreign legal entity) of personal data. The
Operator takes all necessary measures to guarantee the confidentiality and security of personal
data during cross-border transfers.

4.4 Due to the fact that the Service is intended for use exclusively by adults, the Operator
does not collect, process, store, use or transfer personal data of individuals under the age of 18
(eighteen).

4.5 The Operator does not make decisions that have legal consequences for the subjects
of personal data or otherwise affect their rights and legitimate interests, based solely on the
automated processing of their Personal Data.

4.6 When collecting personal data, the Operator ensures the recording, systematization,
accumulation, storage, clarification (updating, changing), extraction of personal data of citizens
of the Russian Federation using databases located on the territory of the Russian Federation,
except in cases directly provided for by the current legislation of the Russian Federation on
personal data.

4.7 In addition to personal data, when a user accesses the Service or uses it, the Operator
and/or authorized persons of the Operator may automatically or passively collect certain
information related to the use of the Internet and the Service (including information about the
Internet service provider, device operating system, type and version of the browser, and the serial
number of the mobile device used to access the Service, IP address, mobile network and country
code, time zone, domain name and/or URL address used to access the Service, visited pages and
sections of the Service, functionality used within the Service, date and time of access to the
Service, and other information about internet surfing habits and interests that does not allow for
identification of an individual. By using the Service, the user explicitly agrees that the collection
of such anonymous information is not the collection, use or processing of personal data.
Notwithstanding the above, the user explicitly provides the Operator and authorized persons
processing personal data with their express consent to collect, use and otherwise process all the
above-mentioned anonymous information.

Any and all anonymous information collected and processed by the Operator and/or
authorized third parties is used exclusively for the purpose of improving the Service, as well as



for marketing purposes. The user agrees that the Operator and/or authorized third parties have
the right to freely disclose any and all such anonymous information to third parties of their
choice, including, but not limited to, third-party advertisers and others.

5. Order and conditions for processing personal data

5.1 The operator collects, records, systematizes, accumulates, stores, updates (refreshes,
changes), extracts, uses, transfers (distributes, provides, grants access), depersonalizes, blocks,
deletes, and destroys personal data of personal data subjects.

5.2 The processing of personal data provided by personal data subjects is carried out by
the operator using the following methods: mixed (automated, non-automated) processing
methods (on paper, electronic media, and personal data information systems), with transfer over
the operator's internal network, and with transfer over the Internet.

5.3 The termination of processing personal data by the operator is determined by the
achievement of the processing purposes or the loss of the need to achieve them, the expiration of
the contract/agreement or withdrawal of consent by the personal data subject to the processing of
their personal data, as well as the identification of the unlawful processing of personal data or the
termination of the operator's activities.

5.4 The operator stores personal data in a form that allows the personal data subject to be
identified for no longer than is necessary for the purposes of processing personal data, if the
period for storing personal data is not established by law, contract, or the party, beneficiary, or
guarantor for whom the personal data subject is acting. Processed personal data is subject to
destruction or depersonalization upon achieving the processing purposes or the loss of the need
to achieve them, unless otherwise provided by federal law.

5.5 The storage periods of personal data are determined by the operator in accordance
with the deadlines for legislative requirements, the statute of limitations for mutual claims of the
operator and the personal data subject.

The operator is not obligated to store personal data indefinitely, and hereby disclaims any
responsibility arising from or related to the destruction of such personal data. The general storage
period for personal data is set equal to the term of the Service user agreement plus 6 (six)
months.

5.6 The processing of personal data by the Operator, carried out without the use of
automation tools, is carried out in such a way that for each category of personal data subjects, the
places of storage of personal data (paper media) are determined and a list of persons who process
personal data or have access to them is established. Separate storage of personal data (paper
media) is provided for processing carried out for different purposes, and when storing physical
media, conditions are observed that ensure the safety of personal data and exclude unauthorized
access to them. The Operator has established a list of measures necessary to ensure these
conditions, the procedure for their adoption, as well as a list of persons responsible for
implementing these measures.

5.7 The Operator does not provide or disclose information containing personal data of
personal data subjects to third parties without the consent of the subject, except in cases where it
is necessary to prevent threats to life and health, as well as in cases provided for by laws and
agreements. At the same time, the mandatory condition for providing personal data to a third
party is the obligation of the parties to comply with the confidentiality and security of personal
data during their processing.

5.8 The Operator transfers processed personal data to authorized organizations, state
authorities, and organizations only on the grounds and in cases provided for by law.

5.9 At the motivated request, exclusively for the performance of the functions and powers
assigned by law, personal data of personal data subjects without their consent may be transferred
by the Operator to judicial authorities, state security agencies, police, and investigation



authorities - in cases provided for by regulatory legal acts mandatory for compliance.

5.10 The Operator has taken the following measures necessary and sufficient to ensure
the performance of the Operator's obligations provided for by the personal data legislation:

5.11.1 An individual has been appointed responsible for organizing the processing of
personal data.

5.11.2 An individual has been appointed responsible for ensuring the security of personal
data in the information system.

5.11.3 Internal regulations have been issued on the processing of personal data, as well as
internal regulations establishing procedures aimed at preventing and detecting violations of the
legislation and eliminating the consequences of such violations.

5.11.4 Legal, organizational, and technical measures are applied to ensure the security of
personal data.

5.11.5 An internal control is carried out to ensure compliance with the requirements of
regulatory acts regarding the processing of personal data, with the aim of identifying violations
of established procedures for processing personal data and eliminating the consequences of such
violations.

5.11.6 An assessment has been made of the harm that may be caused to data subjects in
the event of a breach of legislation, and the ratio of this harm to the measures taken by the
Operator to ensure compliance with the obligations provided by law.

5.11.7 Representatives of the Operator who are directly involved in the processing of
personal data are familiar with the provisions of legislation on personal data, including
requirements for the protection of personal data, this Policy, and the local acts of the Operator on
issues related to the processing of personal data.

5.12 The following measures have been taken by the Operator to ensure the security of
personal data during their processing:

5.12.1 Ensuring the security of personal data is achieved by the Operator, in particular,
by:

1) identifying threats to the security of personal data during their processing in personal
data information systems;

2) applying organizational and technical measures to ensure the security of personal data
during their processing in personal data information systems, necessary to comply with
requirements for the protection of personal data, compliance with which ensures established
levels of personal data protection;

3) applying means of information protection that have passed the established procedure
for conformity assessment;

4) evaluating the effectiveness of measures taken to ensure the security of personal data
before putting personal data information systems into operation;

5) keeping records of personal data storage devices;

6) detecting facts of unauthorized access to personal data and taking measures;

7) restoring personal data modified or destroyed due to unauthorized access to them,;

8) establishing rules for accessing personal data processed in personal data information
systems, as well as ensuring registration and accounting of all actions taken with personal data in
personal data information systems;

9) controlling measures taken to ensure the security of personal data and the level of
protection of personal data information systems.

5.12.2 The choice of information protection of the personal data protection system is
made by the Operator in accordance with regulatory legal acts.

5.12.3 The following measures are taken to ensure the security of personal data of
personal data subjects during non-automated processing:

1) determining the places of personal data storage that meet the conditions ensuring the
safety of personal data and exclude unauthorized access to them;



2) all actions during non-automated processing of personal data are carried out only by
the operator's employees and only to the extent necessary for them to perform their function.

5.12.4 The following measures are taken to ensure the security of personal data of
personal data subjects during automated processing:

1) all actions during automated processing of personal data are carried out only by the
operator's employees and only to the extent necessary for them to perform their function;

2) personal computers that have access to personal data storage databases are protected
by access passwords. Passwords are set by the information security administrator and are
communicated individually to the person authorized to work with personal data and processing
personal data on this personal computer;

3) other measures provided for by the operator's local acts and applicable legislation.

6. Actualization, correction, deletion, and destruction of personal data,
responses to requests from data subjects.

6.1 In case of detecting unlawful processing of personal data upon the request of the data
subject or their representative, or upon the request of the authorized state body for personal data
protection, the Operator is obliged to block the unlawfully processed personal data related to this
data subject or to ensure their blocking (if the processing of personal data is carried out by
another person acting on behalf of the Operator) from the moment of such request or receipt of
the specified request for the period of verification. In case of detecting inaccurate personal data
upon the request of the data subject or their representative, or upon the request of the authorized
body for personal data protection, the Operator is obliged to block the personal data related to
this data subject or to ensure their blocking (if the processing of personal data is carried out by
another person acting on behalf of the Operator) from the moment of such request or receipt of
the specified request for the period of verification, if blocking of personal data does not violate
the rights and legitimate interests of the data subject or third parties.

6.2 In case of confirmation of the fact of inaccuracy of personal data, based on the
information provided by the data subject or their representative, or the authorized state body for
personal data protection, or other necessary documents, the Operator is obliged to clarify the
personal data or ensure their clarification (if the processing of personal data is carried out by
another person acting on behalf of the Operator) within seven working days from the date of
provision of such information.

6.3 In case of detecting unlawful processing of personal data carried out by the Operator
or by a person acting on behalf of the Operator, the Operator is obliged to cease the unlawful
processing of personal data or ensure the cessation of unlawful processing of personal data by a
person acting on behalf of the Operator within three working days from the date of such
detection. If it is impossible to ensure the lawfulness of processing personal data, the Operator is
obliged to destroy such personal data or ensure their destruction and prevent user access to the
System within ten working days from the date of detection of unlawful processing of personal
data. The Operator is obliged to inform the data subject or their representative about the
elimination of the violations committed or about the destruction of personal data, and in case the
request of the data subject or their representative or the request of the authorized state body for
personal data protection was sent by the authorized state body for personal data protection, also
to inform the specified state body.

6.4 In case the purpose of processing personal data is achieved, the Operator must stop
processing personal data or ensure its termination (if the processing of personal data is carried
out by another person acting on behalf of the Operator) and destroy personal data or ensure its
destruction (if the processing of personal data is carried out by another person acting on behalf of
the Operator) within a period not exceeding thirty days from the date of achieving the purpose of
processing personal data, unless otherwise provided by the contract, the party to which, the



beneficiary or the guarantor of which is the personal data subject, another agreement between the
Operator and the personal data subject, or if the Operator is not entitled to process personal data
without the consent of the personal data subject on grounds provided by law.

6.5 The information provided in this Policy is provided to the personal data subject or its
representative by the Operator upon receiving a request from the personal data subject or its
representative. The personal data subject also has the right to request from the Operator the
modification or deletion (revocation) of its personal data. Requests are sent by sending an
electronic message to the email address specified in this Policy, as well as in writing to the
address of the Operator specified in this Policy.

6.6 In case the personal data subject revokes its consent to the processing of its personal
data, the Operator is obliged to stop processing them or ensure the termination of such
processing (if the processing of personal data is carried out by another person acting on behalf of
the Operator) and, if the retention of personal data is no longer required for the purposes of
processing personal data, destroy personal data or ensure its destruction (if the processing of
personal data is carried out by another person acting on behalf of the Operator) within a period
not exceeding thirty days from the date of receipt of such revocation, unless otherwise provided
by the contract, the party to which, the beneficiary or the guarantor of which is the personal data
subject, another agreement between the Operator and the personal data subject, or if the Operator
is not entitled to process personal data without the consent of the personal data subject on
grounds provided by law.

6.7 In case if it is not possible to destroy personal data within the above mentioned
period, the Operator shall block such personal data or ensure their blocking (if the processing of
personal data is carried out by another person acting on behalf of the Operator) and ensure the
destruction of personal data no later than six months, unless otherwise provided by federal laws.

6.8 The Operator shall inform the subject of personal data or his representative about the
availability of personal data related to the relevant subject of personal data, and provide an
opportunity to familiarize himself with this personal data when the subject of personal data or his
representative applies, or within thirty days from the date of receipt of the request from the
subject of personal data or his representative.

6.9 The information provided in this Policy must be provided to the subject of personal
data by the Operator in an accessible form by email, and should not contain personal data related
to other subjects of personal data, except in cases where there are legal grounds for disclosing
such personal data.

6.10 The right of the subject of personal data to access his personal data may be restricted
in accordance with the legislation, as well as the rules of the Service.

7. Responsibility for violation of norms regulating the processing and
protection of personal data of personal data subjects

7.1 Individuals responsible for violating the rules of law regulating the acquisition,
processing, and protection of personal data of personal data subjects bear legal responsibility as
provided by law.

7.2 The officials of the Operator who are allowed to process personal data and disclose
information obtained during their employment also bear legal responsibility as provided by law.

8. Final provisions

8.1 This Policy comes into force from the date of its approval, as indicated directly in the
text of the Policy.

8.2 By providing any personal data through the Service or using the Service in any way,
or otherwise accessing or using the Service, the personal data subject confirms that they have



read this Policy, understand its terms, and agree to be legally bound by its terms without any
restrictions.

8.3 The Operator reserves the right to change this Policy from time to time for the
purposes of compliance with new applicable laws and/or regulations and/or improving the
Service, including introducing new or additional rules regarding the collection, processing and
storage of personal data, without sending notifications to users, but only by posting relevant
documents on the Service resources. All changes to this Policy come into effect immediately
upon posting the relevant changes on the Service resources.

8.4 Service users are responsible for regularly reviewing this Policy. The use of the
Service or any of its parts (including providing any personal data through the Service or using it)
after changes to this Policy have been posted on the Service or otherwise made available for
review will signify the user's acceptance of such changes and will be considered as the user's
agreement to be legally bound by them. If the user objects to any such changes, the user must
delete their Personal Account and stop using the Service.

8.5 This Policy, as well as documents defining the policy regarding the processing of
personal data of personal data subjects, shall be posted on the Operator's website at
https://madetask.ru.
